Go to the United States Holocaust Memorial Museum’s Web Site (www.ushmm.org)


In the SEARCH, write photo archives; Click on #1, Photo Archives; Click Search Online Catalog
Scroll through the thousands of photographs until you find a photo you like and that is similar to a 

picture that you have at home of you and/or your family.  
People must be in the photo and it must include the date and place that the picture was taken.

The photo must have been taken before the Holocaust.


*Right click on the photo, copy it, and paste it into Google Docs.
